On 28 of May, IOM Kazakhstan hostedNational Dialogue on Gompr ovi ng vi ct i ms’
criminal prosecution of human traffickingarticipants discussed measures to effectively identify victims
and potential victims oftrafficking in persons and prosecute traffickirgjated crimes and develop
recommendations for improving efforts to combat trafficking in persons in Kazaklstéted international
experts, who conducted research in Kazakhstan in ZZ, presented aeport assessing existing
measures to combat trafficking in persons. Participants exchanged experiences and got acquainted with
international practices. Following a discussion of the reasons for ineffective identification, investigation,
and prosecution ohuman trafficking in Kazakhstan, participants developed recommendations to improve
the existing system of identifying victims and prosecuting cririiés. event was attended by deputies of

the Mazhilis of the Parliament of the Republic of Kazakhstan, septatives of the Supreme Court, the
General Prosecutor's Office, the Ministries of Internal Affairs, Labor and Social Protection, and Foreign
Affairs of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as representatives of civil society and international
organizatiors.
